The £40 fee per youth participant covers a lot and is extremely good value!

The £40 fee will give young people the opportunity to:

· To work with a Nobel Peace Laureate for a weekend – the University of Bradford pays for their honorarium, travel and accommodation costs.

· Fun and educational workshops on the Sunday of the Youth Weekend – we pay all the expenses.

· Fun service projects on the Saturday of the Youth Weekend – we set it up and pay any costs.

· Five meals! – this includes 2 breakfasts, 2 lunches and a dinner at the Youth Weekend. We also provide water, squash, fruit juice, tea and coffee and snacks throughout the event. The food, equipment, service staff and refectory are provided.

· Free entertainment on the Saturday evening of the youth Weekend – we book the venue, staff, sound system and the musicians. The aim is to get everyone dancing!

· Trained, enthusiastic and lovely mentors who will work with the school students at the Youth Weekend - leading them in the family groups and in fun games. They have all been CRB checked.

· An exclusive PeaceJam t-shirt for all school students, mentors, teachers, youth workers, staff and volunteers. 

· The University of Bradford provides the venue, security, publicity and lots of logistics. And, of course, the student volunteers who put in hours of work on top of their studies, organising the event, training to be mentors, visiting schools, fundraising and generally running around helping out

· The PeaceJam Leadership Team members maintain liaison with schools and visits teachers & youth workers, and provides the curriculum and all materials needed for the course.
· Each Autumn in November there are one-day PeaceJam Slams, currently taking place in Bradford and Coventry, which are regional events. These events feature workshops, Family Groups, food and fun! The cost for each young person attending is £5 and this goes directly to the local organizers – for operational costs.
